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1. These regulations have been established pursuant to “Dorm Assignment Regulations for Students Applying to Live at School” in order to perfect the management of accommodation for students of the school, as well as academic associations or groups outside of the school during winter and summer vacations.

2. To apply to live at school during winter and summer vacations, the student needs to conform to one of following situations:
１). On duty
２). Taking remedial courses or assigned to participate in research pursuant to regulations

３). Participating in a school association activity

４). Part-time work-study job at the school

５). Students from overseas or mainland China,  exchange students, and the disabled

６). Special requirements due to other reasons

3. Accommodations shall be provided during the summer and winter vacations except for the Spring Festival when all the dorms are closed; in general, several accommodation applications will be for the entire academic year.

4. The start and end dates for student dorm opening and closing shall be announced by the Student Affairs Division’s accommodation team (hereinafter referred to as the team), and accommodation applications will be provided as of the start date. 

5. Standard rates: Accommodation fees are announced by term, and the official duty fee can be exempted once approved; exchange students need to handle fees based on the agreement signed with the R&D office.
6. Fee payable for applying to live at school: Except for an association or class that can be based on a confirmed actual number of days, it shall be the principal of part-time students, overseas students, mainland students, exchange students, disabled students, remedial courses takers, research personnel, and other individuals applying for accommodation to be responsible for paying the accommodation fees to the cashier team pursuant to the stipulation of Article 5. 
7. After paying the accommodation fee, the association or individual shall bring the payment receipt and application form to the accommodation team for bed assignment. 
8. The application procedure for applying to live at school must be completed 15 days prior to the end of the term; late applications will not be accepted.

9. Once approved to live at school, students must check-in and check-out complying with the assigned dorm, bed, and time. 

10. The undergraduate apartment offered by the school is one room shared by four students, while a postgraduate one is one room shared by two students. Applicants can include their desired roommates in their applications. If an applicant does not have preferred roommates, he/she shall notify the responsible person when applying, and the accommodation team will arrange the room. 
11. Any person found to be living in a dorm without approval will be notified to pay the whole-term accommodation fee to the cashier team and will be handled according to the “Violation Point Standards of Student Dorms”.

12. Any person who does not live in his/her assigned bed or continues to live there beyond the deadline will be handled according to the “Violation Point Standards of Student Dorms”.
13. These regulations shall be implemented upon being passed by the Executive Council and approved by the school’s President; the same shall apply to any revisions.
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
